Light daily watering (or even 

twice a day in hot weather) is 

recommended to help the seeds 

germinate. 

• Young Plants (Week 2 to Harvest): 

Once the plants have sprouted, water 

them about 2-3 times a week, 

depending on weather conditions. 

The soil should remain moist but not 

overly wet. After 40 days we can 

harvest the radish.
